The Nuclear Weapons Production Complex

Those of you who have downloaded this manual in PDF version from the WILPF website did not receive a copy of The Nuclear Weapons Production Complex Chart included in the hard copy versions. 
The chart contains information on the seven most important sites where military contractors like Lockheed and Raytheon are intimately involved in the production process.  Charts may be obtained from the Program Coordinator, WILPF National Office or from Alliance for Nuclear Accountability, 1801 18th Street, Suite 9-2, Washington D.C. 20009, telephone (202) 833 4668. 
Many of our “dirty dozen” are among the lead contractors at these sites, as are a number of smaller corporations.  With a little ingenuity and the use of the web you should be able to track which contractors are at which site.
Alliance for Nuclear Accountability has additional information that can help you track Mil-Corp holding the DoE contracts. Explore the ANA website at  http://www.ananuclear.org/ . The Alliance includes watchdog organizations at most of these sites.  You can obtain contact information for these NGOs if you click on Network at the top of the home page.  You should be able to enlist their cooperation in tracking contractors at their particular site.
